There is no law that states you have to get your electrical appliances PAT tested. However, the Electric Equipment (Safety) Regulation 1994, require the above named bodies to ensure the appliances provided are safe to use, and that all reasonably practical precautions have been taken to ensure this.

The Electricity At Work Regulation 1998, requires that all electrical work equipment is safe, suitable for the purpose and properly maintained.

These Acts place the duty of care onto every employer and self-employed persons, to ensure the provisions of the regulations are complied with within their control.

This ‘Duty of Care’ would translate to, at least, the visual inspection of all appliances. However, other signs that the equipment’s condition is defective in some way, and as a consequence a danger to users and property, cannot be identified by a visual inspection alone. Therefore a formal inspection and testing is recommended by the HSE to reveal less obvious electrical faults, and to ensure the safety of the electrical appliance.

Insurance companies assume that when giving insurance cover to a business, the owners of that business are complying with all regulations necessary. In the unfortunate event of an accident, it is likely that the insurance company will ask the owners of the business to prove they have upheld their duty of care.

In our experience, safety records are the best evidence to prove that businesses are complying with regulations.

In addition to this, safety records play an integral part of achieving a higher accreditation rating, and more and more Accreditation Boards are asking to see these.

Members of my family are Hoteliers, so I understand that the enforcement of these regulations seems to be another hurdle for the Leisure and Tourism Industry.
